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1  Install .Net 3.5 SP1
Med “Control Panel / Add or Remove Porgrams” check whether .Net 3.5 SP1 er installert på serveren. If not download it from Microsoft, e.g. from  http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/details.aspx?FamilyID=ab99342f-5d1a-413d-8319-81da479ab0d7&DisplayLang=en and install it.
2 Copy new eWay files
1. Take a backup of your eWay files.

2. Export your language settings to a file by running the Language Configuration / Export function that you find in the Administration portal of your current eWay site.

3. Check status of the eWay Scheduler Service by running http://<old site name>/ewaysvc/showstate.aspx. If it says “Run Scheduled Tasks completed”, i.e. if it is not in the middle of a job, stop the eWay Scheduler Service from IIS / Services. Wait otherwise until the service completes its tasks and then stop the scheduler service.

4. Stop your site.

5. Copy new eWay files from eWay 5 Release.

6. By looking at your previous web.config files, implement your own connection string, design path, design folder, page title, address to the eway web service, name of the index catalog and other special settings (if you have any) in the web.config files under the eWay and eWaySvc folders.

7. Changes made in the RichTextControl.config file, must be implemented in toolsfile.xml for the new Telerik message editor. For more information see this document “Build 5\Documentation\3. eWay Tools and Modules\ eWay Message Editing.doc”.
8. Copy the design folder from your previous site to the new site.
9. Replace the imgstore folder with your previous imgstore folder.
3 Upgrade the database

1. Take a backup of your current database.

2. Run database upgrade scripts from the \Release\Upgrade\Upgrade Scripts For eWayMaster folder in the following order:

· 1. Table Upgrade eWay 4.3 to 5.sql
· 2. SP, Views, Triggers, Keys eWay 4.4 to 5.sql
3. Start your site.

4. Start eWay Scheduler.

4 Import the latest language strings

1. Start your upgraded eWay site in the browser.

2. Import the latest language file, eway_language_export.xml, from the Release\Upgrade\Upgrade Scripts For eWayMaster folder.
3. Import your own language file (that you have exported from your old site in a previous step).
5 Portal Config

One of the major news in eWay5 is a new web-portal that we call “TreadCorp”. There are several portal elements that are used in this portal. We do not distribute the portal or the specific elements within the portal, since a new portal should always be configured and adjusted into an existing eWay solution. You can review the new portal by installing a local eWay5 Master on your server or by visiting http://demo.eway.no. 
There are however some “general” elements that are used in the TreadCorp portal that can be configured into any portal. We release these items together with other standard eWay elements:

4. Create new public portal elements
Object list: “Image used in messages” 
This list is used in eWays standard image picker dialog and it shows messages where an image is used.  
· Name = Image used in messages
· Based on the design module “l_Image_used_in_messages” 
· With object type “message” as the only search condition
· With a viewer object e.g. ”sys v3 Message view & edit page”
· Note the portal element id of this list.
Object list: = Attachment used in messages
This list is used in eWays standard attachment dialog and it shows messages where an attachment is used.  
· Name = Attachment used in messages
· Based on the design module “l_Attachment_used_in_messages” 
· With object type “message” as the only search condition
· With a viewer object e.g. ”sys v3 Message view & edit page”
· Note the portal element id of this list.
5. Create new public portal or portal elements (optional)

Some other portal elements that are used in the new TreadCorp portal can either be created manually or the portal can be imported by taking an export from http://demo.eway.no . 
Import TreadCorp portal

1. Take en export of the TreadCorp portal from http://demo.eway.no 

2. Import the portal, i.e. the xml file, to your site.

Note:
· You should know that if you import the portal, your knowledge index will get a new dimension under the topic Informasjon / Seksjon. If you don’t want that to happen, you should NOT import.
· If you get an error message during the import saying “The query uses non-ANSI outer join operators ("*=" or "=*")” and so on, set your database compatibility level to SQL Server 2000.

If you import the portal, remember to do the following after the import:

1. Configure HTTP Error 404 in Custom Errors for your web site in IIS so that it goes to the following URL: /eway/library/FriendlyUrlHandler.ashx 

2. In Portal Config:

a. Configure Host header value parameter of the Tread Portal to be the same as the Host header value of the web site in IIS. You must drop “www” if the site name contains “www”.
b. Adjust values of “Primary Navigation Base URL”, “Secondary Navigation Base URL” and “Page not found URL” so that:

/eway/default.aspx?pid=[pid]&trg=Main_[toppageid]&Main_[toppageid]={0} 


where:

· [pid] is the portal id of the TreadCorp portal
· [toppageid] is the id of the top level page of the TreadCorp portal

c. Adjust values of “Page not found URL” so that:

/eway/default.aspx?pid=[pid]&trg=Main_[toppageid]&Main_[toppageid]=[pagenotfoundid]:0:10,[keywordid]


where:

· [pagenotfoundid] is the id of the page called p_Main_PageNotFound in the n_OtherPages navigator of the TreadCorp portal
· [keywordid] is the id of keyword called Siden finnes ikke under the keyword Informasjon / Seksjon / TreadCorp / Annet in the knowledge index

3. Only “Web Redaktører” should see the item “i_EditorTools” in the TreadCorp portal. Applies to the following portal areas:
· Page "p_Main_Frontpage": Area "Col1"'

· Page "p_Main_Standard": Area "LeftNav"

· Page "p_Main_Standard_NoFriendlyURLs": Area "LeftNav"

· Page "p_Main_ViewArticle_FromSearch": Area "Container"

· Page "p_Main_SiteMap_Content": Area "Left"

· Page "p_Main_PageNotFound_Content": Area "Left"

· Page "p_Main_SearchResults_Content": Area "Left"

4. Turn on “Redigeringslenker” in the i_EditorTools.

5. Specify a value for the “Link URL” parameter of the Flash-list, “l_Main_Frontpage_Flash”

Create items manually

Otherwise, i.e. if you don’t import the portal, you can create some of the most general elements in the following manner:
i. Item: Site map

Site map used together with user friendly links.

· Based on the design module i5_BreadCrumb.txt
· As an example see i_BreadCrump in the TreadCorp portal.
ii. Item: Editor tools

Editor tools element provides functionality for turning on and off edit links, inline editing, preview and editing menus. Other tools can be added in the design module.
· Based on the design module i5_EditorTools
· As an example see i_EditorTools in the TreadCorp portal.
· The portal parameter [LangStr:xxx] is used in the design code in order to get values for language strings. These strings should be entered to the langugae module called “eWay Master”.

iii. Item: Preview on / off
An element that is necessary if you are using the Editor Tools above. It is used to turn the “Preview” (Utkast) function on and off.

· Based on the design module i5_ToggleEditorLinks.
· No parameter-configuration is necessary.
· It should be created in an Area that comes early in the top level page that constitutes the portal.
· As an example see i_ToggleEditorLinks in the TreadCorp portal.
iv. Meta tags for WebTrends

· Based on the design module i5_MetaTags_WebTrends.
· As examples see i_MetaTags_WebTrends in the TreadCorp portal. 
· For implementing Web Trends search result tags see l_Content_SearchResults in the TreadCorp portal.

v. Search without JavaScript

· Based on the design module i5_Search.
· As an example see i_Search in the TreadCorp portal.
vi. Navigator based on XSL

· Based on the design module n5_XslNavigator.
· As examples see n_LeftNav_FriendlyURLs and n_SiteMap in the TreadCorp portal.
vii. Return HTTP 404 for pages that are not found

· Based on the design module i5_SetResponseStatus404.

· No parameter-configuration is necessary.
· It should be created within a page. 
· As an example see the page p_Main_PageNotFound in the TreadCorp portal that contains the item i_SetResponseStatus404.
viii. Social links

· Based on the design module i5_SocialLinks.

· As an example see the i_SocialLinks in the TreadCorp portal that contains the item i5_SocialLinks.

ix. Flash

· Based on the design module l5_Main_Frontpage_Flash.

· As an example see the l_Main_Frontpage_Flash in the TreadCorp portal that contains the list l5_Main_Frontpage_Flash.

Important! Test different message forms that are in use in your portals. Make sure to increase hight of the forms so that there is enough space for the new image-picker and attachment dialogs. 
6 New Message Editor

eWay5 uses a different editor – an editor fro Telerik. Therefore you will have to write code in order to implement your own custom buttons if you have any. Please refer to the “eWay Message Editing” document for details that explain how to implement a custom button in the eWay editor.

Try different skins for the new editor

eWay 5 uses a new editor from Telerik. You may try different skins if you wish by changing the value for the “Telerik_Editor_Skin” system parameter.

10 eWay Scheduler Service

No new scheduler service is released with eWay 5. Version 4.3 of it can still be used.
11 New eWay Office ComAddin

No new eWay Office ComAddin is released with eWay 5. Version 4.3 of it can still be used.

12 Trouble shooting

1. If you receive an error saying:

'FriendlyUrlUtilities' is an ambiguous reference between 'eWayPortal.FriendlyUrlUtilities' and 'eWayFastTrack.FriendlyUrlUtilities'

· Open the file that the error occurs, e.g. 

\eway\App_Code\CsCustomCode\eWayExtras\Objectlist\xMessageClasses\xCommonMethods.cs

Change the code from e.g.

FriendlyUrlNavigatorItem navigatorItem = 

FriendlyUrlUtilities.GetViewerElement(_xRenderer.ActiveConnection, navigatorElementId, keywordId);

to:

FriendlyUrlNavigatorItem navigatorItem = 

· eWayFastTrack.FriendlyUrlUtilities.GetViewerElement(_xRenderer.ActiveConnection, navigatorElementId, keywordId);
2. If you receive an error when uploading an image to a message saying “The image save failed due to: Object reference not set to an instance of an object.”: 

a. Go to Topic Config.

b. Find the topic where the message is stored. 

c. Deaclare “Image” as “Valid Object Type” for that topic.
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
